What started in the New York subways
during the seventies is now fo be seen in
the galleries. The word 'graffii' has
acquired the prefix 'post' and the work is
now done 'legally’ on canvas. In this
edition artists Fab Fy Freddie and Lady Pink
talk about their work. They see themselves
as representatives of the 'future futurism'.
Graffiti is an underground culture of which
hip hop, rap and breakdance also form a
part. Whereas graffiti arfists used to be
arrested, they are now well paid for their
spray-can art. This programme explains the
different styles such as 'wild style' and
'word style'.

In this video the film and cartoon world appear to make way for that of advertising
and the piciure novel. Some of the video images seem to be exact copies of
advertisements from glossy fashion magazines or the fashion-conscious 'magazine for
the young woman', while the projected slide images evoke that source even more
directly. The narrative character of the tape, further enhanced by the texts depicted
and the fragmentary build-up make *Split seconds of magnificence' a contemporary
variant of the picture novel.
